. Definition: “The Company” means The Company registered as EarthCare Design Limited and trading as EarthCare. “The Buyer” means the person who orders work to be carried out by "The Company".
2. Booking Fee: A separate cheque for £15 can be paid to the Company in advance of any payments. This enables the Company to enter a provisional start date for contract work in an electronic calender.
3. Payment: Payment shall be made by the Buyer to the Company as invoiced, or in accordance with a payment schedule. The Buyer shall not be entitled to exercise any set off lien or other similar claim.
4. Contract: A binding contract may be formed once the Company receives an order form, or verbal orders for work, from the Buyer. A contract is conditional upon the Company receiving a cheque for one
third payment of the total cost (for projects estimated to take more than 5 days to complete) or one half payment of the total cost (for projects estimated to take 5 days or less) 14 (fourteen) days prior to

work commencing. The Company will only become obliged to carry out work when the booking fee and one third or one half payment cheques have become available to the Company as cleared funds.

5. Commencement of Work: If the booking fee and one third or half payments are not received by the Company 14 (fourteen) days prior to the provisional start date it is entirely at the Company’s discretion
whether or not any work will commence as agreed. Continuation/completion of work is conditional upon all subsequent part payments being paid to the Company in accordance with a payment schedule.

6. Cancellations: Cancellation of a contract or failure to complete a payment schedule is only permitted with the Company’s written consent under terms which would indemnify the Company for all losses.

7. Late Payment: The right is reserved by the Company to charge the Buyer a late payment surcharge of 10% per month or part thereof (with a minimum charge of £25 per month or part thereof) on all
amounts not paid as invoiced. The surcharge shall be without prejudice to any other rights in favour of the Company.

8. Intellectual Property: All designs, plans and sketches prepared by the Company on behalf of the Buyer must be paid for in full within 7 (seven) days of the invoice date for the designs, plans and
sketches. Once paid for in full all designs, plans and sketches are for the sole use of the Buyer unless otherwise stated in writing by the Company. The Company’s intellectual property is subject to
the copyright laws of England.
9. Unpaid Cheques: The Company reserves the right to charge the Buyer £25 for each presentation of unpaid cheques. The charge shall be without prejudice to any other rights in favour of the Company.
10. Cost Variations: Quotations, estimates, orders and payment schedules are subject to variation before or after acceptance to meet any rise in the cost of materials and / or plants specified by the Buyer.

11. Quotations & Estimates: All quotations & estimates are valid for 6 (six) weeks from the date of the quotation or estimate. Orders and payment schedules are to be approved by the Buyer in writing.

12. Extras: All extras will be charged by the Company to the Buyer at the Company’s prevailing hourly rate plus materials, associated delivery and handling costs and clearance fees. Any extras costing in
excess of an estimated total of £200 (two hundred pounds) plus VAT for clearance fees, labour and materials will only be carried out on receipt of a Company order form signed by the Buyer.

13. Invoices: All payment schedules, specifications for work, costings and invoices shall be considered accepted by the Buyer when any part payment for work is received by the Company.

14. Guarantees & Warranties: Any guarantee or warranty given or implied by the Company will not become effective until all monies due from the Buyer have been paid in full. Any additions or repair
work carried out by the Buyer or third parties will invalidate any guarantee or warranty given or implied by the Company.

15. Retention of Title: While the risk passes on delivery all materials remain the property of the Company until all monies due to the Company from the Buyer have been paid. Such payments to include any
surcharges and charges for unpaid cheques and collection costs. The Buyer hereby grants an irrevocable licence to the Company or his agent to enter the Buyer’s property to repossess such materials.

16. Collection Costs: The Company reserves the right to charge all third party collection costs to the Buyer. Such costs will be payable to the Company by the Buyer on an indemnity basis.

17. Returned Goods: The Company reserves the right to charge a 25% handling charge for all materials which have been ordered by the Buyer and are no longer wanted by the Buyer for any reason.
The Buyer will pay all packing and carriage charges in advance for such returns.

18. Subjective Opinions: Materials will never be replaced by the Company for reasons related to aesthetics or which are deemed to be subjective or opinionated.

19. Defective Materials: Once materials have been installed the Company will only replace materials which are proven to be defective by the supplier.

20. Working Areas: The Company shall have clear access to working areas which shall have adequate light, ventilation, water and power.

21. Utilities: No responsibility will be accepted by the Company for damage to unmarked utilities and pipes, drains and cables however caused.

22. Alteration of Terms: These terms and conditions shall prevail over all other terms and no printed, written or oral terms shall apply which are inconsistent with these terms and conditions.

23. Law: These terms and conditions shall be subject to the laws of England and the Buyer agrees to be bound to the exclusive jurisdiction of the courts of England & Wales.
